VETERAN’S CORNER ……by Scott Spillane, Director                    ~~~~  DID YOU KNOW? 
 

Approximately 2,900,000 among us served in a combat role in Vietnam. 
Only 800,000 Vietnam Combat Veterans are still living. 
We are losing 390 Vietnam Combat Veterans a day. 
At this rate THERE WILL BE NO living Vietnam Combat Veterans alive in the 2015! 
Now this is scary! 
 
Now on a Cherie note 
The typical 65-year old today will live to age 83 
One in four 65-year-olds will leave to age 90; and 
One in 10 65-year-olds will live to age 95 
DD Form 214 – Social Security Benefit 
You qualify for a higher social security payment because of your Military service,  
For active duty any time from 1957 through 2001 (the program was done away  
With Jan. 1, 2002). 
· Up to $1200 per year of earnings credit at time of application – which can make a substantial 
difference in Social Security monthly payments upon your retirement. 
· You must bring your DD 214 to the Social Security Office and you MUST ask for this benefit to 
receive it!

Once again the Korean Government is sponsoring a Revisit to their country for those service 
members who helped them during the Korean War. This time they will subsidize 50% of the 
veterans air fare and 30% for a family member. Please call our office for further information at 
(585) 268-9387. 
Thousands of veterans who served in Korea from April 1968 through July 1969 may have been 
exposed to the same types of toxic defoliants used in Vietnam. They may also qualify for disability 
compensation. 
Please keep in your mind that we operate a van service to both the Buffalo and Bath VAMCs. They 
go to Buffalo on Tuesdays and Thursdays and Bath on Wednesdays. As with anything free there is 
always some coordination. Their phone number is 1-800373-2901, ext 3604.  
A question that always comes up is how I get my father in a VA nursing home. Congress has 
mandated that the VA must find a place for those veterans with a disability rating of 70% or higher!
